In general, the work consists of: A horizontal lifeline will be fitted to an existing exterior platform.  This will be 39 
steel framed construction and supported by existing steel shapes that make up the current tank stand and platform.  40 
Existing platform is 13’-0’ tall.  Connections will use both bolted and field/shop welded types including field 41 
welding shapes to the existing steel frame. 42
